Are You Cougar Smart? 
 

Canadaõs largest cat known as the cougar, mountain lion, 

panther, puma and catamount are all the same cat living 

in different parts of the Americas.  

Here we are in the western great outdoors, on the edge 

of the eastern slopes of the Rocky Mountains, which is 

prime cougar habitat. There have been more people/

cougar encounters in the past few years than ever before 

because of the high cougar numbers and number of peo-

ple using their habitat  

 

Did You Know? 

¶ Cougars hunt mostly at sunrise and sunset, like big 

game hunters 

¶ Their primary food source is deer  

¶ Can reach weights of 200 lbs. for males and 120 

lbs. for females  

¶ Will mate at any time of the year. The kittens will 

stay with their mother for up to 2 years  

 

Vision 

¶ Cougars posses a total vision field of 287 degrees 

¶ have extra large pupils for night vision and a special reflective layer in their eye 

that aids in increasing their night vision by reflecting the light back into the eye  

¶ Cougars DO NOT ambush their prey by leaping from a tree ñ that only happens 

in Hollywood. They can outrun a deer over a short distance and they pounce on 

their prey from the side attempting to get to the neck to sever the spinal cord.

¶ They mark their territory along trails 

with urine and scat  

¶ Their scat is similar to wolf scat  

¶ Their tracks are similar to your pet 

cat, but much larger 

¶ Their color is a shade of golden/yellowish brown  

 

PREVENTION is better than CONFRONTATION 

To help reduce the likelihood of a cougar encounter, learn the signs like tracks and 

scat. 

Avoid areas where cougars have left prey carcasses as they will return to the kill 

site.  They do not scatter the bones all over the place like wolves or coyotes, the 

skeleton remains mostly intact.  

When hiking, hike in groups, carry a walking stick and pepper spray and be sure to 

keep your kids and pets close by.  

 

If You ENCOUNTER a Cougar: 

¶ Always leave room for the cat to escape.  

¶ Face the cat and slowly back away, DO NOT run or play dead. 

¶ Make noise, make yourself look larger than life, arms up and loud shouting  

¶ If the cat attacks, fight back hard with anything at hand, even your purse!  

 

I would consider myself lucky to catch a glimpse of these masters of stealth out in 

the woods, but strange things happen when you least expect them so BE PREPARED!
